Agreement on Cooperation in Education and Research of Collaborative Graduate School Program Established at the National University Corporation University of Tsukuba and the Resilience Research and Education Promotion Consortium (model)
　National University Corporation University of Tsukuba (hereinafter referred to as “A”) and the Resilience Research and Education Promotion Consortium (hereinafter referred to as “Consortium”) shall work together to support activities at the core of Japan and the world of knowledge, research and education in the field of risk and resilience, and have decided to establish the Master’s and Doctoral Program in Risk and Resilience Engineering (hereinafter referred to as “R2EP”) at A with a collaborative graduate school system in order to support these activities. A and           (hereinafter referred to as “B”), a member of the Consortium, hereby enter into the following agreement for the establishment and cooperation of an education and research organization with collaborative graduate school system.

(Collaborative Graduate School Faculty Members)
1 Selection of candidates for the collaborative graduate school faculty shall be conducted by A in consultation with B for researchers in the fields required by the collaborative graduate school, and shall be conducted according to the HR procedures of A. In addition, A will commission B’s researchers selected as candidates for collaborative graduate school faculty members as A’s Professors (Collaborative Graduate School) or Associate Professors (Collaborative Graduate School) (hereinafter referred to as “Collaborative Graduate School faculty members”).
2　A does not pay salaries to Collaborative Graduate School faculty members.
3　Collaborative Graduate School faculty members shall provide research guidance, classes, seminars, etc. (hereinafter referred to as “research guidance, etc.”) in the specialized field for R2EP students (hereinafter referred to as “students”).
4　When Collaborative Graduate faculty members provide student research guidance at a facility under B's control, the students’ behavior within that facility shall comply with B's regulations.
5　Collaborative Graduate School faculty members shall be members of the R2EP Steering Committee. However, it shall be possible for said faculty members to be exempted from management and operation.
6　Collaborative Graduate School faculty members can continue to be in charge of research guidance until the student completes the course. However, if it becomes difficult to provide research guidance, he/she shall give advance notification to the Chair of the Master’s and Doctoral Programs in Risk and Resilience Engineering.
(Guidance System)
7　Research guidance shall be provided by multiple systems consisting of A’s university faculty members and B’s Collaborative Graduate School faculty members. 
(Student Qualifications, etc.)
8　The student admission procedures and student qualifications or status for receiving research guidance, etc. at B are as specified by B.
9　As a general rule, it shall be possible to make public the research results obtained by students receiving research guidance, etc. at B. In this case, the student shall obtain the consent of the Collaborative Graduate School faculty member in advance. In addition, A shall ensure that students are aware of and comply with the provisions of this paragraph. 
(Handling of Intellectual Property Rights)
10　Ownership of property rights, such as patent rights, arising from research conducted by the student at B, shall be determined by B's regulations, unless otherwise agreed between A and B or A and the student. In addition, A shall ensure that students are aware of and comply with the provisions of this paragraph.
(Duty of Confidentiality)
11　Students who receive research guidance must not leak or use any confidential information that they have learned during practical training at B without permission. The same shall apply after the period of receiving research guidance has ended. In addition, A shall ensure that students are aware of and comply with the provisions of this paragraph.
(Other)
12　When the Collaborating Graduate School faculty member provides student research guidance, etc. at B, the facilities and equipment shall be provided free of charge, and A shall purchase and provide consumables, etc. to B within the budget as necessary. In addition, when the Collaborative Graduate School faculty member provides research guidance, etc. at A, the bearing of travel expenses by A shall be in accordance with A’s regulations. 
13　If an accident involving students occurs at B or an accident involving Collaborative Graduate School faculty members occurs at A, the situation of the accident shall be investigated and handled based on consultation between A and B.
14　With regard to the preceding paragraph, in case B’s facilities, etc. have been damaged due to an accident other than an intentional act or serious negligence by students, the students and A will not be liable. In addition, in case A’s facilities, etc. have been damaged due to an accident other than an intentional act or serious negligence by the Collaborative Graduate School faculty members, the Collaborative Graduate School faculty members and B will not be liable. 
15　With regard to paragraph 13, if the student is physically injured at B due to an accident other than an intentional act or serious negligence on the part of B, B will not be liable. In addition, if a Collaborative Graduate School faculty member is physically injured at A due to an accident other than an intentional act or serious negligence on the part of A, A will not be liable. 
16　A shall instruct students to join the Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research (PAS) and Liability Insurance coupled with PAS, and B shall be able to prohibit students from entering B’s facilities if they have not enrolled in PAS and Liability Insurance coupled with PAS.
17　In order to properly carry out educational and research activities, A and B shall comply with relevant laws and regulations including the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act. 
18　If there have arisen any doubts concerning the matters stipulated in this Agreement, or there is a need for revision, abolition, or the provision of necessary items other than those stipulated in this Agreement, A and B shall consult and process this after asking for the opinions of the Consortium as necessary.
